First Try:

This resulted in  my Take A Spin Gate Fold Card flowers and other pieces.

1. Stamp an outline image on light cardstock or Designer Series paper. 

2. Apply Crystal Effects to the image. 

3. Using a Stylus streak or blend reinker colors into the Crystal Effects until you are satisfied with the look.  I believe this is now called “Streaky Glass” 
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Second Try:

1. Use a Medium Window Sheet and drop several different color reinker colors onto sheet and use straw to blow around.  I also used Whisper White craft ink and blew with a straw or used a stylus to get the effect I wanted.  

2. Then I misted it lightly and let dry several days.
3. After it was dry, I applied Crystal Effects with a fan brush to Whisper White Cardstock.

4. Place the the window sheet ink side down onto the cardstock to adhere. This resulted in the streaky marks on my Monet Butterfly card.  I did card for the piece as a whole, however, loved the punched pieces.
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Third Try:

1. Use a Medium Window Sheet and drop several different color reinker colors onto sheet and use straw to blow around.  I also used Whisper White craft ink and blew with a straw or used a stylus to get the effect I wanted. 

2. Before it is totally dry (probably 24 hours) I put a little snail in each of the 4 corners of  a piece of Whisper White cardstock and then placed the window sheet ink side down on it. This was “on the Brink of a Volcano card piece. 
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Fourth Try A & B:

A:

1.
I used a Thick Window Sheet and followed steps 1 & 2 and did not dry it.  

2.
While still wet, I placed a sheet of glossy cardstock onto the window sheet and peeled it off.

3.
Let Glossy Cardstock dry completely.
4.
Stamp outline image in Black Stazon.

B:

1.
I tried to dry the Thick Window Sheet with the heat tool – not a good idea!   It warps easily.  I had used the heat tool lightly to speed up the drying process on the Medium window sheets once or twice and it worked fine. Below is the results.
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Fifth Try:

1.
Use a Medium Window Sheet and drop several different color reinker colors onto sheet and use straw to blow around.  I also used Whisper White craft ink and blew with a straw or used a stylus to get the effect I wanted.  

Then I misted it lightly and let dry a little and then place another medium window sheet on top.

2 Let this dry completely.

3 Stamp image on window sheet with Black Stazon.
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Last Try for this technique:

1.
Use a Medium Window Sheet and drop several different color reinker colors onto sheet and use straw to blow around.  

2.
I also used Whisper White craft ink which I thinned with a little water first before adding drops to the window sheet.  I hoped this wouldspeed up the drying processs and make it easier to “blow” the ink around on the window sheet.  It seemed to work.

Here is a picture of the “wet” window sheet and the tools I used.
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Once it has dried I will attach it to cardstock and cut and or punch to create several cards.  Colors are the 2011-2013 In-Colors.

No two pieces will be exactly the same and if the whole piece does not look right, punch out shapes!!
I like to use a 4” x 8” piece of Medium Window sheet and paint my canvas, then when dry cut it up to use on several cards.  Hopes this helps. Just experiment and have fun. I cannot tell you how the originally blown glass technique was done, however, I am happy with my results.  Still have lots of other ideas to do with this idea but they will have to wait until the summer is over and things slow down a bit.
