My Christmas Village

SUPPLIES: 

Stamps:  Teenie Tiny Wishes, Welcome Christmas, Sweet Season, It’s a Wrap Holiday

Ink: Old Olive, Basic Black, Real Red, Cherry Cobbler

Cardstock:  

Whisper White ½ Sheet for stamping, punching and cut outs; and 1 ½” x 2 13/16”

Scraps all 2” x 3”:  Old Olive, Real Red, Island Indigo,  Pool Party

Designer Series Paper:

Frostwood Lodge 1 ¼” x 2 ¾”

Holly Berry Bouquet 1 ¼” x 12”

Red Glimmer:  2 ½” x 12” for small and Medium house and 1” x 12” for large house for die cuts with the Tasteful Trim die, scrap 2” x 3”

Silver Glimmer:  2 ea 1 7/16” x 12” (large & small houses), 1 ½” x 8” (medium house),   4” x 12”  for small & large house peaks, and punches

Accessories:  Basic Jewels Rinestones , Mini  Jingle Bells, Mini Library Clips, Vintage Trinkets, 5/16” Neutral Brads, Basic Glimmer Brads, Brights Glimmer Brads, 1/8” Taffeta Real Red Ribbon 11”, Baker’s Twine Cherry Cobbler 24”, Big Shot, Tasteful Trim Die, Extended Cutting Plates, Circle Scissors, Wood Sheet or Chipboard  for doors, Sticky Strip, Tombow Multi-Purpose glue, Mini Glue Dots, Stampin’ Dimensionals, Tea Stain Distressing Ink Refill
Punches:  1 ¾” circle, Itty Bitty Punch Pack, ½” circle,  1 /34” Scallop Circle, Triple Flower Punch

Non SU:   Acrylic paint, Wood – 2 x 4

Sizes:

Small House – 5 7/8” Tall (to top of roof)  Sides 4 ¼”

Medium House – 8” tall (to top of roof,  flat part is ½” wide) Sides 5 7/8”

Large House – 10” tall (to top of peak) Sides 7”
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Instructions for all houses:

1. Sand 2 x 4 if needed. Paint all houses with one or two coats of acrylic paint and let dry ( I used one coat).

2. Sand using a paper bag to smooth – painting the wood raises the grain and this is necessary to smooth the wood again.  You can use fine sand paper (paper bag is zero cost (
3. Apply tea stain and wipe.

4. Using 4” x 12” piece of Silver Glimmer paper trace large (red) house peak (triangle portion) on back of glimmer paper and cut out. Glue to large house (my red house). I used Tombow Multi Purpose glue.
5. Trace circle curve (I used a  plastic lid) on 4” end of Silver Glimmer paper and cut off.  Place small house on back of glimmer paper and trace roof peak and cut out.  Adhere to small (blue) house.

6.  Adhere 8” Silver Glimmer paper strip to roof of Medium (green) house.  See sample – trim off excess, I left about ½”-3/4” overhang.
7. Adhere 1 7/16” x 12” strips to small and large house roofs and trim to fit ends.

8. Run the two strips of Red Glimmer paper through the Big Shot with the Tasteful Trim die.  I laid the 1” x 12” piece over the Large scallop die that is straight on one side and the 2 ½” x 12” strip over the zigzag strip leaving just a little edge past the zigzag. See sample. After this is cut use the paper cutter to trim the other left over piece next to zigzag strip to match (you will not use the zigzag die cut).  Attach the two red glimmer zigzag (on one side) strips to roof of  small house and at bottom edge of curved peak.  Set aside to dry (I used Tombow Multi Purpose Glue)

9. Adhere Red Glimmer die cut (curved on both sides (see sample) to medium house.  You can use sticky strip or Tombow .

10. Adhere large scallop (one side) Red Glimmer strip to large house and set aside to dry (I used Tombow).

11. Color  chipboard doors using ink pad and sponge. I cut these doors with an old Sizzix die.  The curved door is 3” high and the pointed door is 3 ½” high. You can cut the door any shape you want.
Small Blue House:
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1. Stamp Very Merry (It’s a Wrap)  in Real Red on Whisper White CS.  Cut out and  adhere to Frostwood Lodge Designer Series Paper. Then adhere to 1 7/16” x  2 13/16”  piece of Whisper White CS. Add Red Glimmer Brad to “door” for doorknob and adhere to house.

2. Stamp scallop circle design (Sweet Season) in Cherry Cobbler and punch out with 1 ¾” scallop circle punch.  Punch the Island Indigo scrap with the Blossom Bouquet Triple Layer punch on setting #3.  Using the outside punched piece only, layer onto the stamped scallop circle. Punch Silver Glimmer Paper using Itty Bitty Circle punch, attach to center of scallop circle piece and add medium rhinestone to center. Attach to peak using Stampin’ Dimensionals.
3. Use needle threader to add Cherry Cobbler Baker’s Twine to Mini Jingle Bells. Attach to house (see picture for placement) with Tombow or Mini Glue Dots.

Medium Green House:
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1. Score Holly Berry Bouquet Designer Series Paper every ¼” using Simply Scored tool. Attach ends with sticky strip and form rosette. I attached the rosette to 1 ¾” circle with glue gun to hold shape.  Rosette will be 2 ½” in diameter. Stamp Scallop Circle design in Cherry Cobbler on Whisper White and punch out. Punch real red scrap with Blossom punch on setting #3 and add to scallop circle (see picture).  Add silver glimmer brad to center  and 6 small rhinestones around brad. Add a 4” piece to 1/8” Real Red Taffeta ribbon to back of scallop circle and attach to rosette. Adhere to house  (see picture to placement).
2. Add two mini library clips to door for hinges (remove center pieces first!). Attach Silver  5/16” brad for doorknob. Add med rhinestone to top of door.  Attach door to house with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
3. Stamp Merry Christmas in Cherry Cobbler on Whisper White Scrap. Add small rhinestone to left edge of banner cut out in banner shape. Adhere to house with mini glue dots.

Large Red House:
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1. Attach safety pin from Vintage Trinkets to left side of door with a mini glue dot and a little Tombow. Punch Red Glimmer paper with Blossom punch on setting #3 (you will use center piece only) Set aside. Punch Silver Glimmer paper with  1” Circle Punch , adhere Blossom center piece on top of silver circle. Add rhinestone to center of Blossom piece and adhere to door near top.  Adhere door to left side of house with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
2. Cut a triangle out of Silver Glimmer paper for “tree”. Using owl punch, punch tiny circles out of Red Glimmer paper and adhere to “tree” using Tombow.  Adhere “tree” to right side of house.

3. Stamp Old Olive Scrap in Old Olive ink with scallop circle design. Punch out with 1 ¾” Scallop Circle punch.  Punch Red Glimmer paper with Blossom Punch on Setting #3.  Use outside piece only and adhere to Old Olive “wreath”.  Punch Silver Glimmer Paper with ½” circle punch and adhere to center of “wreath”. Make a bow out of 1/8” Real Red Taffeta Ribbon and adhere to wreath with Mini Glue Dot.  Attach “wreath” to houe peak with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
4. Attach 8 medium rhinestones to Red Scallop Trim   in center of each scallop.

5. Stamp Christmas scene (Welcome Christmas) in center of  Pool Party Scrap and punch out with 1 ¾” circle punch. Cut into quarters using paper trimmer. Set aside. Make a 2 1/8” circle from Whisper White cardstock using the Circle Scissors Plus (or the 2 3/8” Scalloped Circle punch for a scalloped window frame).  Glue stamped Pool Party quarters to white frame. Set aside.
6. Stamp Joy in Old Olive on Whisper White scrap. Cut out the letters leaving a little white around the letters.  Tie a piece of Cherry Cobbler Baker’s Twine around  “O” .  Place “window’, J, and Y, then adhere to house with Tombow Multi Purpose Adhesive.  Add “O” to center of window and tie bow to hang in center of window.
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
